Rules & Regulations: 
Rules & Regulations:

1. The contest will be launched at 6:00PM on Wednesday July 6th 2011 in the McAuslan Beer Tent at the Fringe Club located behind Honest Ed's, 581 Bloor St West.
2. New this year, submitting scripts digitally as a word document (.doc) or PDF to outreach@fringetoronto.com with 24hr Playwriting Contest Script Submission in the subject line, is the preferred method, to reduce paper waste.  Faxed scripts will not be accepted. All finished scripts are due by 6:00PM sharp on Thursday July 7th, 2011 (6:01PM & later submissions will not be accepted). 
3. All contestants will be given a list of four items, locations, objects or concepts that must be incorporated into the new play in order for the finished play to be eligible for judging. These items will be announced on July 6th at 6:00PM in the McAuslan Beer Tent at the Fringe Club.
4. If unable to attend the contest launch, contestants are solely responsible for making arrangements to obtain the list of four items.
5. The contest is open to everyone, except contest Jurors.
6. One entry per playwright is permitted.
7. Plays are to be written by a single playwright, excluding partnerships or committees.
8. Plays entered must be submitted in English. Musicals and dance pieces are not eligible.
9. All plays must have a reading time of 45 minutes or less.
10. Scripts may be submitted electronically to outreach@fringetoronto.com. If you cannot submit electronically, scripts must be typewritten or word processed, double-spaced between speaking parts, printed on one side of 8   ½” x 11” paper and dropped off at the Advance Ticket Box Office by 6:00PM sharp on Thursday July 7th (6:01PM  & later submissions will not be accepted).
11. Pages must be numbered.  Do not staple or bound hardcopy script submissions.

12. As plays are judged blindly by the jury, the playwright’s name must not be written on the title page or anywhere within the play. Instead, please include a separate page with the title of the play, playwright and 

contact phone number.
13. Entered scripts will not be mailed back to playwrights after the contest. 

Prizes & Notification:

1. A panel of jurors will judge the plays and all plays will be anonymous.
2. First place prize will be $500 and a staged reading of the winning script at The Randolph Academy for the Performing Arts, The SOLO ROOM, 736 Bathurst (the south west corner of Bathurst and Lennox) on the closing night of the festival, July 17th 2011.
3. Second place prize will be $300. Third place prize will be $150.
4. The Fringe will contact the winners by phone and the announcement will be included on the festival website and in the Fringe Harold newsletter.
