Monday, July 4th, 1967, 10:30 AM. In a Montreal Courthouse a major shake down is happening in Judge Delorme’s office. A gay hustler, who has refused to identify himself, has confessed to murder. He threatens a scandal if the cops touch him and demands to speak with the judge. After 36 hours, Inspector Robert, fighting exhaustion, continues to interrogate for motive and the hustler’s angle.
Set in a time when homosexuality was extremely taboo and being gay branded you a deviant, the story focuses the twisting schemes of a hustler who isn’t what he seems. The play explores what sometimes pushes someone off the brink to commit a violent disturbing act is the fear of losing the most perfect moment in our otherwise crappy lives.
René-Daniel Dubois is one of Quebec's most recognized Writers and winner of the Governor General's Award in 1984 for Ne blâmez jamais les Bédouins. His works have been translated into several languages and has played around the world. Being at Home with Claude was originally produced in Montreal in 1986 and then later adapted into a film by Dubois in 1992.
The play features Lorne Hiro (Sugar and The Recruit), and newcomers Ryan Fisher (Mixed Company's tour of Far From the Heart) and Ross Tundo. It is directed by Alan Lee (Desperate Housepets, Sara's Cave and The Secret Of Gabi's Dresser) in his directorial debut and features piano accompaniment by Frank Horvat from his CD I’ll be Good.
