	At the 2010 Toronto Fringe Festival, random acts of dance (rad) will present their latest work entitled Biome at Factory Theatre Mainspace.  Under the direction of Julie Grant with movement creation and performance by Grant and Liisa Murray, Biome explores the determination and complexities involved in preserving the balance of a subterranean ecosystem.  
	After rad’s 2009 production of |shift|, Paula Citron called rad “ambitious” and stated: “|shift| is a mix of fixed and improvised choreography about personal definition and where one fits in given our fast-moving society.  The creators had a well-developed gestural language interpolated with physicality that was organic and fluid”.
	This year -->Biome shows two creatures working to fulfill their role in maintaining the preservation of balance within their ecosystem. Through daily tasks, they work together with the common knowledge of what they need to achieve and the determination required to reach that goal. We leave the ecosystem still humming with activity.
	rad was founded in May 2007 and has this year become an incorporated charitable organization.  The company performs at festivals, creates and produces, and continues to perform on the subway regularly. random acts of dance works with themes that are accessible to all audiences through the use of both improvised and choreographed movement.  
	Julie Grant was introduced to contemporary dance at Etobicoke School of the Arts, after being trained mostly in ballet. She graduated from York University's BFA Hons. Dance program in June 2009. Julie draws inspiration from her experiences in improvisation and her interest in world cultures.
	Liisa Murray grew up in Moose Jaw, Saskatchewan.  After traveling to Karachi, Pakistan and Zug, Switzerland she settled in Toronto, Ontario to complete her BFA in dance. Currently she is following her passions in choreography, performance, pedagogy, and artistic direction.
