doesn’t matter what I’'m wearing, honey. The question is, what are you wearing for me?

Truth and taboo collide in Phone Whore, an intimate, one-hour visit with a phone
sex operator. Listen closely: she may change your views on sex forever.

A gripping, slice-of-life comedy/drama, Phone Whore invites audiences in for an unflinching look at
taboo, fantasy, and the place of “deviant” desires in society today. Playwright and performer Cameryn
Moore wrote the play during downtime between calls, and drew extensively on her work experiences
at a no-taboo company to flesh out both the absurdities and difficult truths that pervade the world of
phone sex.

It's not all drama on the 17-city tour of Phone Whore this summer and fall: Cameryn will be making
multiple appearances at comedy clubs and adult toy stores along the way. A phone whore needs work
stability, just like anyone else, so even while on tour Cameryn will continue to fill regular shifts at the
phone sex company where she has been working for the last year.
