Recently, Sarah was Associate Director and choreographer for 'Larger Than Life-The Musical' and 'Mamma's Boy' for Ghostlight Projects at the Factory Studio.  She worked as Assistant Director for 'Live at the Met' which featured the casts of Dirty Dancing, Sound of Music, We Will Rock You, Jersey Boys, and Second City and has choreographed for stage and screen.  In 2005, she coached Jennifer Lopez in 'Shall We Dance?'.

Theatre Credits include: 'Penny Johnson' and ensemble in Dirty Dancing (Mirvish), Enter a Free Man (MTC Stoppardfest), Die Fleidermaus (Manitoba Opera), The Blue Room, Karla and Grif (U of W), and performances throughout the world with the Royal Winnipeg Ballet.
