Our concept is sexy, our dialogue crackles, and our girls are scantily clad,” says writer and director Kat Sandler. “The script is original and the dialogue is intelligent – it doesn’t ask too much of the audience, but it doesn't underestimate them either.”

Fringe Next Stage is the start of Theatre Brouhaha’s 2012 season. Brouhaha’ers can expect to see three original performances in 2012, including the 2012 Fringe New Play Contest winner Help Yourself, to be performed at the Fringe Festival July 2012.
